Names: All children have first names  Their 
middle names are their fathers’ names.  Their 
last names are their grandfathers’ names. This is 
true for boys and girls. 
 
Boy or Girl? Almost every child has very short 
hair because water is scarce for hair-washing.  
You can tell if your student is a boy or a girl by 
seeing if the uniform has a skirt or pants. 

Second set of clothes:  Next month we will  
deliver a the second set of clothes, a personal 
book, and their own photograph to your student.   
 
Do they know what they look like?  No. We 
have written their names on THEIR photos also 
because they do not have mirrors and do not 
know what they look like.
